Scanning Script

To begin your Scan session you should have a sample of LifePak Nano, in the cellophane packet and a box nearby to show the Nano picture.  You will also need an open bottle of G3 and small cups so that you can hand them a sample.  You will be using the laminated LifePak Comparison Chart and the Rainbow “What Score Means” Grading chart during this demo.

Potential customers sit down at the Scanner with a filled out Scan Certificate

“Hi John, let me get your info entered into the computer and we will get started”

Use barcode reader and enter Name, Zip code and Email.  Place their hand on the Scanner.

“Are you familiar with terms antioxidants and free radicals?”  No matter what they say you continue with this explanation.

“Free radicals are the toxic molecules in the cells of our body that scientists are saying cause all the major diseases…heart disease, cancer, arthritis, diabetes, Alzheimer’s, wrinkling and the aging process itself.  Everything bad that is going to happen to you as you age comes from free radical damage.  Luckily, antioxidants neutralize free radicals.  Antioxidants are the nutrients we get from colorful fruits and vegetables, as well as vitamin supplements.  If you cut an apple in half you see the apple start to turn brown.  That’s an example of free radical damage or oxidative stress on the apple causing it to rot.  If you were to squeeze lemon juice on the apple it stays white because the lemon juice contains a powerful antioxidant Vitamin C, which neutralizes the free radicals.  That happens in the cells of your body about a trillion times per day.”

Pick up the rainbow grade chart and say, “In a minute we are going to give you your score.  The only acceptable grade on this test is the Blue Zone or an A grade.  If you are 50,000 and above we won’t tell you to do much differently, but in a world where 1 out of 2 men and 1 out of 3 women will face cancer in their lifetime, where 54% of men die from heart disease, where 400,000 women will die from heart disease this year you don’t want to be a C, D, or F student.”

“The anti-aging expert at the National Institutes of Health says that the amount of antioxidants you maintain in your body is directly proportional to how long you will live… because high amounts of antioxidants lower your risk factors for all of the free radical-based diseases”
“Do you have any history of heart disease or cancer in your family?  Are there any specific health concerns that you are targeting?”
Give them their score.  “I know you have never been a D student before.  Let me show you how we can guarantee to raise your score.”

Go to the laminated LifePak chart.  Hand it to them and say, “These are the family of LifePak products from Prenatal to the number one supplement in the world, LifePak Nano.  These are the ingredients, amounts, and what they are good for.  Let’s look at LifePak Nano.  It starts with your regular antioxidants, A, C, & E.  It has calcium in the 3 most absorbable forms.  There are all of these highly absorbable minerals.”  Point down the list and read off a few.  “You have probably read about Green Tea being good for you.  When you take LifePak Nano you get the equivalent of 7 cups of Green Tea without the caffeine.  It also contains Resveratrol.  That is the good thing in red wine.  You get the equivalent of 60 glasses of red wine without the alcohol, darn!  You see the rest of the nutrients including lycopene, grape seed extract, Co enzyme Q10 and the Omega 3 fatty acids that are so important.  We get Omega 3s from Krill oil.  Krill are the tiny shrimp that the whales eat.  They actually have their own antioxidant properties.”  

“Take a look at the orange boxes.  These are the Nano-ized fat soluble Nutrients.”  (Show the picture of clumped nutrients on the side of the Nano box).  “Our scientists have found a way to encapsulate each molecule and keep them from clumping together.  This leads to higher bioavailability or absorption.”
Point to the right side of the laminated chart.  “We did a comparison at Company X.  This a health food store that starts with G and ends with C.  The first thing you notice is a lot of the nutrients are not available.  None of these are Pharmaceutical grade and all of LP Nano’s are.  If you wanted to open 30 bottles a day from company X you will pay over $300 for supplements that won’t raise your score.” (Point to the prices on the bottom of the chart.)  “LP Nano retails for $154 for a month supply but we sell it to you at wholesale for $100 and then Pharmanex rewards you for being on Auto delivery by giving you back 20% each month in Free Product Credits.  That means that every 6 months you can get your supplements for FREE.  This makes your net cost $80 per month.  Remember LP Nano addresses your immune system, cardiovascular system, eye health, bone health, blood sugar metabolism, DNA protection and brain health.”
(Pour them a 1 oz shot of G3 to sample.)  “G3 juice is another guaranteed way to increase your score.  This is the most nutrient dense fruit juice anywhere.  Our scientists found 4 fruits from around the world that combine to make a great tasting juice that has 70 times the lycopene of tomatoes, 60 times the vitamin C of oranges, 10 times the beta-carotene of carrots and tons of Zeaxanthin for eye health.  You drink 1.5 oz to 2 oz twice a day.  4 bottles on auto delivery are only $100 and you get the same 20% rebate as well.  By the way you get free monitoring for life as long as you are taking these products and if your score doesn’t go up after 60 days you will get all your money back.”
Do not be afraid to ask for the business.  You have created the need and got them thinking about their health and now you offer the solution.

“I tell people if money is no object to take LifePak Nano twice a day and wash it down with a shot of G3 in order to optimize their health.  That is a $200 per month commitment but with your Free Points your net cost is only $160 per month because you get the free shipment every 6 months.  If you can only do 1 take LP Nano.  So, do you want to try LP Nano AND G3 or just LP Nano?”  

DO NOT SPEAK UNTIL THEY ANSWER.  If money objection;   “What are you spending $4 or $5 a day on that is bad for you?  Do you stop at Starbucks or McDonalds or spend money on Cokes or tobacco?  We are talking about your health and the quality of life that you will experience as you age.   Is this the address you want your products shipped to?  Or, which credit card do you want to use?
Note:  if in a healthcare setting, say: “That is a low number.  The doctor would like to see it over 50,000 for overall health and specifically for _________.  Why don’t you take what the doctor is taking?  He will sell it to you at his cost, scan you from now on for free, and if your number doesn’t go up you will get all your money back.  Why not give it a try?”  MasterCard or Visa?  Home or office?  Nano, G3 or both?
